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In an attempt to better acquaint our members and their parents with one another,
Ship Vancouver decided to put an officers under the spot light each month. Here
you will learn more about the faces you see at the field very often. How many times
has it happened to you that you know a face,
field? We may help each other if we just get to know each other better.

So this month the Spotlight has landed on Captain Eugene Mak .

| have a lot of parents and members asking me what are those medals and awards you are wearing
on your scout uniform. | will give a story time to each one of you so you will have a better under-
standing where | am coming from.

Major Eugene Mak enrolled in the Regular Officer Training program in 1987 and graduated from

UBC with a degree in Civil Engineering. Following a variety of postings he finished his tour as the
Electrical and Electronic Officer. In 1991, he joined the Warfare Centre as an Infantry Officer and
serve with the combat unit at the front line.

On 1992, a Canadian Forces troops command by Major Eugene Mak (then Lieutenant) to stop an
all out assault on the nearby strategic city 20 km south of Panjwaill Valley. During the operation, two
of the combat vehicles were burst into flames. Lieutenant Eugene Mak with complete disregard for
his own safely, attempted to remove Captain John Reeve who was trapped in the vehicle. Braving
the intense heat and smoke, the man was rescues and moments later, an explosion blasted through
the wreckage. The Medal of Bravery is awarded to Lieutenant Eugene Mak who has committed
acts of bravery under Hazardous circumstances with the approval of Her Majesty the Queen of Can-
ada and the Governori General.

On 1993, while engaged in military operations involving conflict with an opposing foreign force. Ma-
jor Eugene Mak (then Lieutenant) was capture from the enemy. He became the prisoner of war
(POW) and was held captive for 20 days. He is awarded with the Prisoner of War Medal after his
release from the enemy.

On 1995, Major Eugene Mak (then Captain) was commanding a United Nations convoy of 10 vehi-
cles came under attack by enemy forces lying in ambush south of Lashkar Gah. Their position then
came under a ferocious attach and Captain Mak sustained fragmentation wounds caused by guns
fires. He refused morphine and evacuation and continued to lead the fire support team to aid the
ambushed patrol with remarkable success, allowing all UN personnel to escape and evacuated by
helicopter to Kandahar. For his outstanding display of professionalism, inspirational leadership and
bravery.

He is to be awarded the Bronze Star Medal which is the fourth-highest combat award of the U.S.
Armed Forces in the order of precedence of U.S. military decoration.

He was promoted to Major in March 1998 and posted to the Pacific Headquarter in BC and on the
same year he received the Canadian Forces Decoration for awarding officers of the Canadian
Forces in possession of long service, good record of conduct during his years in the Canadian Arm
Forces.
